Reporting period is first ten days of month following end of calendar quarter, followed by review and corrections – data published on 30th – Next Report Due July 10 (Deadline extended in this quarter only to July 14, with late reports accepted until July 20)
Must report every quarter after first invoice is submitted to FTA for payment until contract is completed and final report submitted
Reporting is condition of contract – FAR provisions apply – penalties for non-reporting – up to debarment and suspension
FTA Updates and Posts Reporting TA documents every Quarter and offers Webinars geared to grantees
Contract Reports contain fewer Data elements than Grant Reports

· As contractor to FTA, indicate Award Type = Contract
· Use web data entry or contracts template to report 
· Funding Agency and Awarding Agency code = 6955

· Write narratives knowing that public and auditors will read
